Parker High School Activity Policy
Relating to

Drugs, Alcohol, and Tobacco

In keeping with the Arizona Interscholastic Association policy, as stated in Article V, Section III:

Any student using tobacco, alcoholic beverages or misusing drugs while on the playing areas during contests sponsored by A.I.A. shall be disqualified from the contest or tournament.  It is recommended that the same policy be followed at all levels of competitions.

This means that Parker High School activity participants during the season will abstain from using the following:

1. Tobacco of any kind.

2. Alcohol beverages of any kind.

3. Drugs of any kind unless prescribed by a physician.

If the above rules are violated, the activity participant will be suspended from further participation for the remainder of the season in which he/she is taking part, as well as receiving a minimum suspension of six (6) weeks from the date of the infraction from all activities.  A second offense will automatically suspend the participant for the remainder of the school year.
